It is the job of the EHS worker to find the reasons the accident
happened and make sure that the rules are reiterated and
upheld to prevent it from happening again.

Say there was an oil spill? It is up to the environmental health
professional to make sure that the air is safe and to check for
any other air borne toxins as well as the toxins that are spilled
in whatever area the accident occurred.

Have you ever seen a rig flipped over? Then saw a man
wearing a puffy white suit and helmet type hat with a clear
face cover? Those are EHS workers. They are simply testing
the area for toxins.

While taking courses, this is what you can expect. For the
most part, these particular fields will be available according
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to your interest. It all depends on what school you attend and
their requirements.

How important is the quality of air that we breathe? For some
of us it may be as important as making it a career of choice.
We also know that asbestos is another form of airborne toxin.
In the field of environmental health, there are experts that
test the air for this toxin.

If you want, there are also areas in construction that offer
employment opportunities in this field. Not to mention,

there are other areas that can use a facility code compliance
observer. They make sure that the grounds are in compliance
with city codes and ordinance.

You may also take interest in watching out for the hazardous
materials that are transported from one area to the next. This
takes a watchful eye and definitely extra precautions because
you are working closely with hazards that are lethal. OSHA
requirements are extremely strict, especially in this area.

Don’t think that because you are working with the

hazards. EHS careers consist of a variety of things, including
working for OSHA. OSHA guidelines are strictly followed
especially in hospitals, because you are dealing with the
health and well-being of humans.

An environmental health and safety worker would have to
make sure that the hospital is upholding the rules and sanitary
regulations of the hospital facility and OSHA requirements.
You will find that you are required to know how to record

and keep up with OSHA requirements, not to mention taking
extensive courses for OSHA for anything like record keeping to
hazardous waste guidelines and waste sites.

If you decide that this is the type of career that you are
looking to pursue a career in this field, you can expect to earn
about $42-49K annually. That is just in the lower class and
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more rural areas. If you want to move your expertise into a
bigger field, you are looking at about $60-100K annually.

You will find on line schools that
offer specific courses that will enhance your expertise.
